Development shall not begin until a scheme to provide a sustainable surface
water drainage system in accordance with the Flood Risk Assessment dated April
2020 has been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority, and
the scheme shall subsequently be implemented in accordance with the approved
details before the development is completed.

Prior to commencement of development details in relation to the management of
surface water on site during construction of the development shall be submitted
to, and approved in writing by, the Local Planning Authority. Details should
demonstrate how surface water will be managed on site to prevent an increase in
flood risk during the various construction stages of development from initial site
works through to completion. This shall include temporary attenuation, additional
treatment, controls, maintenance and protection. Details regarding the protection
of any proposed infiltration areas should also be provided.

Comments:

Prior to commencement of development details in relation to the long term
maintenance of the sustainable surface water drainage system on the
development shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning
Authority.
